	St Martins Centre Trust Land
The Parish Clerk reported on the latest developments for the MUGA installation on the Trust Centre Land. Following recent contacts with PPL the Parish Clerk had established that Wicksteed have owned PPL for some time now and they run them as two separate companies, however PPL have a capacity issue at the moment and Wicksteed are currently dealing with their enquiries and are therefore offering us a slightly different product. 
They can offer us a more robust Goal with the Tarmac pad of 15m wide x 7m Long at the same Total Ex VAT as our last quote from PPL which was £15’048.00, which means they would have to increase the discount to £6882.41 because the Goal they are offering is more expensive.  
They have checked with the surface installation team and they have confirmed that they are currently available to do the works before the Summer Holidays (last week in July – 1st week in Aug) however until an order is placed they cannot hold this slot. They have also checked that they can provide us with the Goal in time as well and their normal lead time on this item is 3-4 weeks upon point of order, so time isn’t our friend at the moment for making the decision on whether to go ahead with the order.

Mark Blount from Shropshire Council had forwarded the following report;

The update re possible transfer of green spaces is that Shropshire Council (SC) is still in negotiation with our grounds maintenance contractor Ringway, re removal of sites that may be passed on to T&P councils. There is a possibility that SC may not be able to come out of the contract until April 2018. If sites are transferred before then it may be that the T&P councils will have to continue with Ringway for grounds maintenance. This will become clearer as the negotiations progress. If any changes are to take place this is now likely to be in April 2016.
With regards to freehold transfer of sites, Shropshire Council’s position remains that leasehold must be the basis of future transfers. However, freehold could be explored in certain exceptional circumstances but must be subject to the same principles and rigour as required by the Community Asset Transfer (CAT) policy. Therefore, if St Martins PC want to pursue freehold then you would need to complete the online CAT application form. 
Agreed we look into this with a start on the Ellesmere Road/Cherry Tree Drive area. The Parish Clerk was instructed to download the on-line form and report back at the next meeting of this committee.
